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Colton is a ‘Phone Free’ School

Parents and Carers
We do not allow parents and carers to use mobile phones on the school grounds and ask that they are kept out of sight when on the school premises. 
Children
Only children in Year 5 and 6 are allowed to bring mobile phones to school. This supports with walking home independently, once we receive parental permission for this. 
If pupils in choose to bring a mobile phone to school, the following protocol must be followed:

· Children turn off phones as soon as they arrive on the school site
· Phones are given to the teacher who locks them away for the duration of the school day
· Phones are returned at the end of the school day but must not be turned on until children leave the school site
· Children using Kids Club must hand phones to the Manager for safe keeping during this time.
· School is not responsible for the safety of mobile phones, and they are brought to school at your own risk. 











Staff and Visitors Mobile Phone Use

In line with Acceptable Use Procedures and safeguarding requirements, staff and visitors must not use their mobile phones on site, unless in the staff room or on an official break and away from pupils. 

Special consideration may be sought from the Headteacher, for example awaiting a medical appointment.
